	Dining Area
	Slips due to worn and lifting carpet tiles. Tiles worn badly near door. Slight wear on tiles elsewhere.

	High risk from badly worn tiles.

	Staff to avoid walking in areas where tiles badly lifting.  Tiles to reglued or replaced asap.


	Kitchen 
	Slippery floor due to food deposits. Oil splashing onto floor near stoves.

	High risk.

	Clean up dropped food immediately. Monitor food preparation to avoid oil splashes. Staff to wear non-slip shoes.


	Kitchen
	Water leaking from refrigerator
	High risk when wet
	Towels to be placed around fridge in short term and repair to be undertaken asap.


	Passage ways 
	Wet wooden floor following cleaning has caused slips.  Application of wax increased slippiness, especially when wet.  Clutter at times in area.
	High risk
	Clear passage of clutter before starting work.  Dry mop after cleaning to avoid slipping.  Do not apply wax.
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
