PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (PPE)
PCBU Responsibilities

· Must provide if unable to eliminate or control risk by other means and PPE minimises the risk

· Applies to equipment used by worker or others whether or not actually supplied by PCBU.
· Does not apply if non worker supplies own PPE
· If non worker provides own PPE PCBU must ensure equipment will minimise risk to health and safety and equipment is used.
· PCBU must ensure equipment is selected to minimise risk, equipment is maintained, repaired or replaced so ensure it is in good working order and lean and hygienic, provide information, training and instruction required for use of equipment and any limit to the effectiveness of equipment and person uses the equipment in accordance with the information, training and instruction provided.
· PCBU must ensure signage of areas where PPE required

Worker duties

· Worker must use the equipment supplied by PCBU in accordance with any information, training or instruction, 
· Not intentionally misuse or damage any of the equipment, 
· Inform PCBU of any damage to, defect in or need to clean or sterilise any of the equipment of which worker becomes aware.
Duties of non-workers

· Non worker must use PPE in accordance with any information, training or instruction provided by PCBU.
